Mission Croatia: 15-29 June 2011


Anglia Ruskin University Chaplaincy

What is it all about?                

For the last thirteen years a group of Anglia Ruskin University staff and students have travelled to Croatia to work in Learning Disability Centres at Kraljevica and Stancic and, for the first time last year, a children’s home in Selce for two weeks. Our tasks usually involve decorating, cleaning, digging and generally carrying out any jobs that will improve the environment for the clients. There is a lot of research evidence that if the environment is bright clean and cheerful, then staff and clients find it easier to work together and relationships also improve. So you will learn how to prepare surfaces, and paint walls, ceilings and anything else that needs a coat of paint. You will be expected to finish the jobs you start and be responsible for your equipment! You will learn all sorts of new skills and have a unique opportunity to develop your team working abilities. 

Some of the Mission Croatia party enjoy getting involved with the clients, and there is an option to work a shift on the ward, under the guidance of a qualified Nurse Teacher. Nobody is obliged to work on the ward but if you are interested, we will help you all we can. We are all guests in the clients’ homes and all students will have some contact with them, albeit only in passing.

At Kraljevica the working day starts at 7am, so you will be up and ready for breakfast at 6.30. Work at the other sites tends to start slightly later because of the timetable at the institutions concerned. We work through the morning with a short coffee break at about 10.30. Lunch is at 1pm. You may be asked to continue working in the afternoon, provided it is not too hot. It is very warm in Croatia and Kraljevica and Selce are literally next to the Adriatic Sea, so a cooling swim is always welcome. 

Life at the institutions is a community event, with dormitory accommodation and set meal times in the main dining room. You need to be prepared to share your living space with others and generally ‘muck in’ for the two weeks. At Kraljevica we do our own washing up and lay tables for the next meal. You will be part of a rota for those duties. There are bars in the town where you can spend the lovely warm evenings sipping the local beer or wine, so it is not all hardship.

 The University staff are around to help you, but you do need to be prepared to be away from home, family and loved ones for the two weeks in a new country where things may seem a little strange at times. It’s easy to phone home, although it is very expensive. If you cannot be apart from your loved ones for two whole weeks, then think carefully before you apply for a place. In a genuine crisis, we will make sure you get home, but repatriation due to homesickness etc is at your own cost and you are expected to arrange your own travel.

You will be required to pay £250 for the trip and to use your best endeavours to raise at least another £250 towards Mission Croatia expenses.
